GENERAL DESCRIPTION 

Delta Fire Hydrant Valves are manufactured to BS5041 Part 1 and are constructed from corrosion resistant LG2 

Gunmetal for suitability to both On-Shore & Off-Shore applications. Delta Globe Valves and Pressure Regulating Valves 

(PRV’s) are Dual Seat design whereby the valve seat is manufactured in a hard rubber with an additional secondary 

metal to metal seat for enhanced long-term performance. 

 

Globe and PRV valves are supplied in a range of flanged or threaded inlet models with a wide choice of British or 

International outlet adaptors for compatibility to existing equipment.  Globe valves are available in Horizontal, Right 

Angle, Bib-Nose & Oblique patterns.  PRV’s are available in Bib-Nose pattern only.
